
Find a registered Justice of the Peace (JP)

Take the form and your original ID to the JP

Ask the JP to certify a copy of your ID and complete section 2 of the form.

Ensure the copy of the ID is clearly legible

Write the following statement on the copy: ‘This is a true copy of the original document provided.’

Sign the copy and write your name, date and registered JP number.

3. Complete form

Complete and sign section 2 of the identity verification form.

What you need to do

1. Complete form

Print and complete section 1 of the identity verification form.

2. Get ID certified

1. Sight original ID

Check that the original ID is a true likeness of the person presenting it to you.

2. Certify ID
